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There is a useful website to check out that deals with the many issues that arise out of work
placements. Although it is general in nature, the website is undoubtedly the best for graduate
placements, tackling the fundamental problems of sorting out a suitable placement and dealing with
some of the myths that surround the practice.

There are top tips and lists of contacts and books, such as one about gaining work experience in the
TV industry from Skillset.
